The local newcomer packet can contain one or more of the following pieces of
information:

Copies of the OA online and telephone meeting lists.

A brochure on OA Service by Mail.

A business card listing the 1G, Region and World Service office web sites.

A business card with the Region 5 toll-free telephone number.

A brochure that describes the service opportunities available at Overeaters

Anonymous, including a description of the service structure (WSO, Regions,

IGs) and the typical local service opportunities.

e Information on purchasing the Big Book of Alcoholics Anonymous, Twelve
Steps and Twelve Traditions of Overeaters Anonymous and Overeaters
