The phone message structure was discussed. Jamie will announce the day and then the city, and then the time and other information for each meeting as she has them listed on the message. 
Jamie has also picked up the mail. The liability insurance was due to expire but is now properly paid. When Don suggested starting a “tickler” to include important dates, Rhonda said she has one, and she passed it around for people to add important dates.

Hathaway is investigating the 501C3 possibility. It apparently involves a one time fee which our donations might have a hard time covering. The subject was deferred for more conversation when Hathaway is back.

Dickeyville is not yet registered on the WSO website yet. Don thanked Rhonda for reaching out to the OA groups in surrounding areas, and Larry affirmed the appreciation. 

Easy Does It: Rhonda distributed copies for area meetings. This month’s issue includes an announcement about Intergroup service positions that will become available next month. 

Web site: Molly updated the website but will not be able to continue in that role for the coming year.

Region V: There was a meeting this past weekend but no one from Madison attended. Next one is in March. Recently Madison has been asked to host the Region V meeting in Ft. Wayne. More conversation to follow on this. Don is glad to continue serving as delegate for Region V.

Marathon-IDEA Day: Cecilia reported that there will be 2 speakers (Linda L, and Betty D)for IDEA Day on Nov. 15, 12:30-3:30pm. This is announced in the EDI, not on a separate flyer. Cecilia proposed including integrating time for silent reflection, journaling, and discussion in pairs or small groups, ending with a brief gratitude meeting.
